Given that the genre is tough, | was pleasantly surprised to see
several good studies that could also compete in ordinary tournaments. In the end, | included 15 studies
into the award (three prizes, five honorable mentions and seven commendations), a percentage of
slightly above 40%.

MUKAFATLAR / PRIZES

Ranking the prize studies was not easy since they have different strengths: the third prize has fluent
play and attractive symmetries, the second prize has rich tactical play with two thematic tries, and the
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first prize an unexpected mutual zugzwang which requires deep foresight by White. All of them are
good studies in their respective style.
